Q3. I successfully added a network printer to my computer and | can print a test page, but | cannot
print anything from Microsoft Word or other applications.
A3. Make sure to set the newly installed network printer as your default printer. Click Start and
then click Printers & Faxes, verify that your printer icon has a check on it.
