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Setting up THA-103AC

There are 3 ways to setup the THA-103AC switch to connect with your existing wireless
network; WPS, using a mobile app, or going through device’s web configuration page.
When using a mobile app to setup the device manually, the mobile device needs to
support either wireless N or wireless AC connection. If your mobile device does not
support wireless AC connection, you will only see THA-103_24G_1234 SSID instead of
both SSIDs.

WPS Setup

1. Plugthe device near a router and wait for the device to boot up.

2. Press the WPS button on the router and press the WPS button on THA-103AC
to initiate the connection

3. Once connected successfully, unplug THA-103AC and move to the final
destination.

Note: If you use WPS to connect to 2.4Ghz network, both bands on THA-103AC will use
router’s 2.4Ghz wireless encryption. If you use WPS to connect to the 5Ghz on the
router, both bands on THA-103AC will use router’s 5Ghz wireless encryption. You can
manually change them by going into the configuration page of THA-103AC. And also
please make sure the switch is within the range of your wireless network.
