Motion Detection Supplement Notes

Install IP View Program from the CD

Open the program

· In Windows, go to Start ( Programs ( IPview ( IPview

Log on to the program

· Type in User Name and Password (case sensitive).  In default, the user name is admin and there is no password

Adding the camera 

· Go to Camera ( Add on the Menu Bar

· When prompt to, type in the camera’s IP address, and click “Add”. You can also click on “Browse”, “click on “Search”, click on the desired camera, click on “Add”, and click on “Add”

Logging on to the Camera

· Type in camera’s user name and password

· Confirm that you have added the camera by looking at the screen. The camera’s name, IP, MAC address, and status will display on the IP View’s list

Viewing Through The Camera

· Click on the desired camera on the list

· Click on View ( 1 Camera. 

· Click on the Green Icon  > List to exit

Enabling motion detection

· Click on the desired camera on the list

· Click on Camera ( Property on menu bar

· Click on the Motion Detection tab 

· Click on Motion Detection check box

Note: Motion detection must be enabled before using the motion detection feature

Setting the Sensitivity

· Click on the Rectangular button and move the button anywhere from Min to Max (1 to 9)
· When setting the Sensitivity Level to Max (very sensitive), the smallest movement triggers the camera to start recording

· When setting the Sensitivity Level to Min (less sensitive), it takes a lot of movement in order to triggers the camera to start recording

Alarm Beeping

· Checking with R&D

Recording Active

· When motion is detected, the camera will start recording. When the camera is in recording mode, from the “IP View” camera list, you can see that there is a red dot on the left hand side of the camera name and the “start video capture” button is gray out.
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· The recording will stop when there is no motion detection after 10 seconds. You can also click on the “Stop video capture” button to stop the recording.

Playback Video Clips

· IP View saves the recorded video clips in the predefined location (you can change the file path in “Camera Property”, under “Recording”) under the camera name folder. In default the location is C:\programfiles\Ipview. If the camera name is CS-020411, you will find the clips under the folder name 

CS-020411

· The video clips file name is the base on the year/month/day/time format. For example, if the file name is 20021010095842.avi, the clip is recorded on 2002, October 10th, 9 o’clock 58 minutes, and 42 seconds AM.
